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EMERGENCY NUMBER FOR CFP SUNDAY – 302-354-1151
ACCREDIATION/CERTIFICATION (Program/Catechists)

The diocese accredits Resurrection Parish’s CFP program.  CFP catechists undergo yearly certification by way of attendance at classes, workshops and other educational opportunities. A Background Screening must be completed before one can minister as a catechist or an assistant.

ATTENDANCE/PARTICIPATION

Attendance and participation in CFP classes is important to the program.  In the event of an absence, the parent/guardian is asked to contact your child’s catechist and pick up the make up work. All make up work is to be handed into room 254.  A reminder post card will be mailed each time a student is absent. The post card will indicate the number of absences.  If a student is absent for more than five classes during the year and has not submitted written excuses and has not completed the missed lessons and assignments, then the student’s eligibility for promotion to the next grade level will be delayed.
ARRIVAL/DISMISSAL

The safety of your children is very important to us.  Resurrection’s policy is that your child must be picked up either from the classroom or in room 254 at the end of the CFP session by either a parent or person designated by the parent.  This policy applies to all children in CFP.  Parents are asked to fill out a Designation Form and a Medical Emergency Form.  Children will not be permitted to attend class without these forms completed.

Kindergarten to sixth grade meet at St. Mark’s from 8:45am to 10am.  If you are late picking up your child, the catechist will bring your child to room 254.  

CLASSROOM DISCIPLINE

Discipline in the classroom is necessary in creating an atmosphere in which each catechist can teach and each child can learn.  To ensure that each child can exercise his/her right to learn, CFP has adopted the following policy.

Catechists will warn disruptive students in their class twice and, if the behavior persists, will bring the child to room 254 with the class assignment.  Joanne or an assistant will work with the child on the current lesson.  The second time a child is sent to room 254, the parent will be notified.  After the third offense, the child will not be allowed to return to class unless a parent accompanies the child.  Home study materials will be provided for any child not permitted to attend class for behavior reasons.

This material offers age appropriate material on topics such as secrets, good touch bad touch, trusted adults, role of the church, life as a gift from God, bullying, appropriate boundaries, peer boundaries, harassment, and healing.  This web site also offers suggest resources such as book, games, posters & videos.

EMERGENCY PLAN

Every attempt will be made to provide a safe and healthy environment at CFP.  However, accidents sometimes do occur, and children may become ill quickly.  In case of emergency and or need of medical attention.  CFP will use the following procedure:

1. Cory or assistant will call home.  If there is no answer,
2. Cory or assistant will call the contact person you listed on emergency form.  If no answer,

3. Cory or assistant will call an ambulance, if necessary, to transport the child to a local medical facility.

4. Based upon the medical judgment of the attending physician, someone will continue to call parents or contact persons until someone is reached.

5. Any parent/guardian of a participating child in CFP shall inform the CFP office upon registration and from time to time, of any special medicines, prescriptions, medication required of the participating child.  If Cory or staff member is requested to administer any medication during sessions of CFP, the parent/guardian must submit a written consent for the administration of a specific named medication.

HOMESCHOOL- Students must be enrolled in our Christian Formation Program for one full year before a home schooling request is made.  Homeschooling requests are to be in writing with an explanation why a student can not participate in our regularly scheduled program.  The Christian Formation Committee will decide if a student is eligible for homeschooling.  All materials must be completed and turned in for review before credit will be given for each student.  If a student will miss a series of classes due to participation in a play, sports event etc.  Homeschooling materials will be given to the parent.  The student will be expected to return to their regularly scheduled class once the activity or event has ended.
PROGRESS REPORTS

Twice a year student progress reports will be issued.  We ask that the parent/guardian to whom the reports are sent return the reports with their comments to the catechist.

RESTROOMS

Please remind your child to go to the restroom before he/she comes to class.  

SAFE ENVIRONMENT – Information regarding child abuse and victims assistance is available on the entrance of St. Marks and in the gathering space of Resurrection. SPECIAL NEEDS

Catechists try to be alert to the special situations of some of our children.  We ask that the parent/guardian advise the CFP office regarding any special medical or learning needs that their child may have so that we can respond appropriately.

REPORTING CHILD ABUSE

Catechists and assistants are advised to report any allegations of child abuse directly to civil authorities.  They are also asked to inform the Director of Christian Formation who will in turn notify the pastor and the diocesan human resource office.
WEATHER CANCELLATION

Bad weather might force cancellation of CFP.  Announcements of cancellations will be posted on the parish web site (www.resurrectionde.org) and a voice message will be on the Parish telephone 302-368-0146, ext 104.  Announcements will also be made on the following radio stations:  WILM (1450AM) and WDEL (1150AM).
